	Context of the lesson

Where this fits into the “Big Picture”
	Students are going to improve their familiarity with using a DTP package by creating a school booklet which can be given to year 6 students before they arrive in.  During this unit, students will focus on layout and suitability for audience.


	MLO for this lesson.

What will pupils know/understand by the end of the lesson (teacher)
	Know: How to use features such as drop cap and kerning
Understand: How different features can help to add visual impact and interest to their leaflets
Be able to:  To incorporate some of the features available in a DTP into their own work


	MLO for this lesson.

What will pupils know/understand by the end of the lesson (students)
	All: Will include a title, an image and some text on their sixth and seventh pages.  
Most: Will have used a technique that has been shown to them during the past few weeks e.g. rotating images, overlaying images, kerning, drop caps etc.
Some:  Students will take digital photographs of their own and import them into their leaflet.


	Teacher input/Activities.

What the pupils should undertake with approximate timings.


	Greet and settle students.  
Starter

Have a copy of lesson 5 starter.doc on each desk and lesson 5 starter.ppt displaying on the board as students arrive.  Students can work individually or in pairs to complete the task. 

Take the register while students are working.
Go through the questions/answers with the class.

Individual student task

Hand out student self assessment sheet (started last lesson) to students.  Ask them to identify at least one thing that they will focus on this lesson in order to improve their work.

Students should write their target on a post-it note

Teacher led discussion
Ask students to remind you about what they did last lesson.  
Remind students that they will be working on the last two inside pages, pages 6 and 7 and ask them to get out the planning that they did for homework.  

They should show their planning to a partner and discuss whether there are any possible improvements which could be made to their design for pages 6 and 7.

Teacher demonstration

Demonstrate a couple of the following techniques to students and explain how they can be used to improve the look of their work:
· Kerning (format menu > character spacing)

· Drop caps (format menu)

· Auto fit text (format menu)

· Align / distribute text (arrange menu)

· Adding tables / lists

Ask students to try to incorporate the techniques that you have shown them into their leaflet.

Individual Student task
Students should log onto the computers, find their leaflet and begin work on pages 6 and 7.
Provide assistance as required.

Student task
Students should look at their self assessment sheets and tick the things they feel they have achieved this lesson.  

They should then discuss with a partner whether they have achieved the target that they set for themselves at the start of the lesson.
