	Context of the lesson

Where this fits into the “Big Picture”
	Students enjoy making use of multi-media resources.  During this project, students will be learning to use Movie Maker  to create a TV advert.


	MLO for this lesson.

What will pupils know/understand by the end of the lesson
	All students will: Be able to find some images from the internet
Most students will: Be able to find suitable images which are not pixelated or contain a copyright symbol
Some students will:  Will plan out their work before they start.  Some will be able to create their own images using graphics software.  


	Teacher input/Activities.

What the pupils should undertake with approximate timings.


	Greet and settle students.  Take register.  
Starter
Play the ‘bad movie’ to students.  Ask them to watch it quietly and to try to spot at least three things that are wrong with it.  
Ask students to talk to a partner and come up with five things that were wrong with the movie and then feedback to the class.

Hopefully they will spot that the background colours, font styles and transitions are not consistent, that background colours and font colours clash, that some fonts are too small to read etc.  Explain why it is important that they maintain consistency in any task that they do.
Teacher explanation
Explain the project to students – they will be using the supplied Mr T radio advert sound file and will have to import it  into Movie Maker and then find (or make) suitable images and add suitable title slides in order to make a TV advert.  
Student task
Hand round a copy of the ‘student self assessment form’ to each student.  They should write their name and form on the sheet.

Ask students to familiarise themselves with the different things that they will need to do in order to gain their marks for this project.

When students have read the self-assessment form and know what they need to achieve, they should log onto the computers and find the mp3 sound file (Mr T Snickers Advert).  They should copy the sound file into a new folder inside their ‘movie project’ folder called ‘tv advert’.  

They should then open Movie Maker and begin to construct their advert.
