	Context of the lesson

Where this fits into the “Big Picture”
	Students are going to improve their familiarity with using a DTP package by creating a school booklet which can be given to year 6 students before they arrive in.  During this unit, students will focus on layout and suitability for audience.

What will pupils know/understand by the end of the lesson (teacher)
	Know: How to set up linked text frames
Understand: Why the use of white space is important 
Be able to:  To identify some of the main tools available for use in a DTP package


	MLO for this lesson.

What will pupils know/understand by the end of the lesson (students)
	All: Will include a title, an image and some text on their second and third pages.  
Most: Will have made some effort to ensure that they have used consistent fonts and backgrounds across the three pages to date.
Some:  Will complete their second and third pages.  They will have made good use of white space and will have set up linked text frames.  


	Teacher input/Activities.

What the pupils should undertake with approximate timings.


	Greet and settle students.  
Starter

Hand out ‘lesson 3 starter’ whilst students are arriving.  They can complete this individually or in pairs.  Take the register while students are working.
Go through the answers as a class and add further explaination about the tools as required.

Teacher led discussion
Ask students to remind you about what they did last lesson.  Draw out information about creating a well designed leaflet.

Show ‘white space.ppt’ on the board.  Discuss why white space is important to creating a well designed leaflet.

Individual Student task
Hand out a copy of the ‘self assessment sheet’ to each student.  Get them to write their names on the sheet.  They should quietly go through the sheet, ticking off anything they have achieved and making a note of what they need to do in order to ensure they achieve a particular level.  Collect the sheets back at the end of the lesson.
Teacher demonstration
Demonstrate to students how to link text frames together so that text flows from one frame to another.  Explain the use of this feature.
Student task
Students should begin to set up their second and third pages.  Provide assistance as required.
