	Context of the lesson

Where this fits into the “Big Picture”
	The Key Stage 3 curriculum requires pupils to learn how simple models are built by first investigating rules and then by seeing how rules can govern the behaviour of simple models.  This series of 6 lessons will develop these skills, eventually leading  pupils to set up a model and then using it to investigate various scenarios.
